Le Square Phillips - Montreal - July 2004

I stayed at Le Square Phillips for seven nights in July 2004 and found most of the comments within tripadvisor to be largely correct. 

I choose a one bedroom suite which was both clean and absolutely enormous, in fact, it was almost too much space for one small person. 

The gym & swimming pool were adequate if a little on the small side but the general level of service was very good. 

However, there were a couple of points which were not so good. 

The sound proofing between the rooms was really very poor. Certainly, to the extent that I was repeatedly awoken by the residents in the next suite who seemingly kept rearranging their kitchen furniture on the stone tiles first thing in the morning. Imagine nails scraping on the blackboard and you get the picture. 

There was also a problem with the TV in the lounge not working which, would normally have been such a problem except for the fact it was a Sunday when the maintenance man was off, no doubt enjoying his well earned day of rest.  

I did ask reception what would happen if something really serious went wrong on a Sunday but alas, received no reply. 

Also, there was no bar at the Hotel which I honestly did not think I would miss, but I did. That last convivial drink with fellow guests can be a really nice way to end an evening as well as make new friends. 

Finally, the price I was quoted over the phone was not the price I was asked to pay upon leaving. The difference amounted to but $3.00 per night extra which in real terms, is almost irrelevant when compared to the total bill for the stay, however...That is not how I do business and therefore, that is not ultimately the point. 

Overall though, having said all that, I'm still happy to offer a qualified recommendation to Le Square Phillips, primarily to those who seek space with a minimalist feel when staying in beautiful Montreal.
