Premier Inn - Hull North - December 2016

As a choice for the transient business traveller, the Premier Inn 'crash-pad' option really is rather difficult to beat. 

In a world where idiosyncrasy and character are normally revered if not feted, then rest assured dear reader, you'll find nothing of that kind of nonsense at a Premier Inn. 

As for the particular example that is their Hull North representative, lets start at the beginning with Location. 

Positioned in the middle of a retail park between a McDonalds and Pizza Hut, there is little to recommend the Hull Kingswood Retail Park to the tourist traveller unless that is, you are indeed a very strange tourist who seeks out fast-food eateries just for the sake of it! 

However, for the occasional, transient traveller it largely fulfils the business brief. 

The retail park is located but 5 miles from Hull City Center and a little further to Beverly, so if commerce takes you there, nuff said. 

Accommodation is good if basic standard Premier Inn fare, this is very much a budget hotel after-all. You do however get to enjoy their signature Hypnos bed along with a very small TV and free-standing fan. I have still to work out the use of the fan in early December, perhaps I'm the wrong type of guest to properly appreciate its application. 

The hotel has attached to it a 'Table Table', bar & restaurant called, The Kingswood. I enjoyed both my evening meal there as well as breakfast and can report that service as well as quality of fare was more than acceptable. I wouldn't necessarily seek out the restaurant per se' for a special occasion but, the convenience factor for the overnight guest was undeniable. 

I should just mention here that although it was past 8pm when I finally walked into room No'11, I was more than a little pleased to discover the room had already been warmed in expectation of my arrival, what a nice touch that was! It was just a shame that the thermostat refused to go above 23'c, no matter how I fiddled with it. Call it a personal preference to raise the temperature ever higher dear reader. 

Importantly, it should be noted here that currently (December 2016), there is heavy building work underway as they are busily constructing a large extension to the main hotel complex. This will of course translate into an inevitable increase in both noise and general disruption as a consequence. 

I was informed by reception that work commences each day from 08:00 so perhaps no lay-ins for a while then. This was not an issue for me as I was just leaving at that time but best you are aware of the situation. 

There is little more to say other than everyone was very nice and accommodating, the room was clean if dated slightly and price, which at £57.00 for the night (plus £8.99 for brekkie), was simply excellent. They even managed to produce a poached egg that was still gooey when properly cooked, how fab is that?

Not perhaps a destination of choice for the discerning hotel go'er, but still thoroughly recommended given its main reason for being, IMV, i.e., to provide good, clean, cost effective accommodation for the business traveller.
