Location

Visiting Telford by train? Well, you can literally throw a stone at this Inn from Telford’s Central Train Station. 

Is it really fair to properly describe this Inn as Telford Central? Well, no not really, at least in my opinion as there’s a Premier Inn (International), literally in the centre of the shopping district. 

To be fair though, the disadvantage of that particular Inn is that there is no free onsite parking which for me, was and is always crucial, if only for security reasons.

There is however 'paid' parking available I believe at the other Inn but I'm unsure as to exactly how far it is from the hotel.  

Room

You can normally tell how old an Inn is from the contents and condition of the rooms.  Older examples for instance can still be found using real keys rather than electronic cards which are now generally regarded as de' rigour these day's. They also benefit from larger TV's, which for this particular viewer, is always welcome. 

This is a modern Inn and therefore enjoyed all of the above benefits, including the usual fab King sized Hypnos bed. 

Overall, all was as expected, including necessary cleanliness so no complaints there then. 

Eatery

The attached eatery is a Beefeater no less. Top of the pile as regards Whitbread PLC but sadly found lacking that evening. 

I understand that staff shortages can cause issues, but I really would appreciate being able to sit where I want to for dinner, especially in an area designed for exactly that purpose. 

My Surf & Turf was OK, apart from the mushroom, which was grease personified. Let's also not forget the Garlic Prawns which simply contained no garlic whatsoever. When I brought this fact to the attention of my server, I was assured that the prawns came frozen and with Garlic already infused. 

Really? Hmmmm! 

Moving on, the three sponge sweet was lovely though and beautifully presented. The chocolate contingent was a little toooo chocolaty for me but, I am a savoury person after all. I'm sure it would suit many who enjoyed such overwhelming sweetness. 

Breakfast

As you can see from the pics, breakfast, like my pud' the previous evening, was beautifully presented. 

The poached eggs were gooey, bacon nicely cooked and single sausage completely tasteless! Ah well, what did Meatloaf once say?

Service was a little slow as there was a bit of a wait to be seated however, the gentleman Server was pleasant and courteous but yet again, they appeared a little short on bodies that morning for breakfast Service.
