Premier Inn – Wolverhampton North – 18 October 2016

Sadly, I arrived too late to actually go walkabout as I normally like to when away on business however, Carmen was very welcoming and kindly put me in room no’ 236 which lay at the furthest point on the second floor, thereby eliminating much potential footfall noise, thank you Carmen! 

The Premier Inn, Wolverhampton North, continues in the vain of other Inn’s in that it offers Cleanliness, Consistency and Courtesy. This must largely explain why the group has so dominated the budget sector of the lodging market over the last couple of years. 

Let’s start with my room. 

Whilst the furniture is hardly bespoke, it is functional and therefore appropriate given the enviournment. 

The bathroom is spotless, as indeed you would expect, with plenty of shower pressure to ensure you’re able to access all those hard to reach places…Lol! Joking aside, it’s difficult to overestimate just how important a clean bathroom is to a guest, for me at least. 

There is a nice large TV and tea/coffee making facilities, just in case you fancy a cuppa during the night. 

Then there is the bed. My, do I just love their King Sized Hypnos beds! Linens, like the bathroom were spotless, another big plus then. 

It’s only the bathroom extractor fan that refuses to work that rather spoils an unequivocal. thumbs-up for the room. Having enjoyed a refreshing shower, I was kinda waiting for the fire alarm to burst into life due to the amount of steam in the room. Thankfully, all remained quiet, I do hope they were working…

The attached eatery for this Inn was Moseley Park, a Table Table contingent. If you’re a regular at Premier Inn, you’ll already know there’s a bit of a pecking order as regards Whitbread eateries with arguably, Beefeater sitting at the top and Table Table, Brewers Fayre somewhere below that.  

Regardless of hierarchy, my meal that evening was perfectly acceptable given the price which was more than reasonable.

Notes taken at the time (sad or what - Lol!), show my Prawn Cocktail (very 70’s or what!), was “Nice”. 

The Steak Diane was cooked as requested, i.e., well done but lacked both sufficient peas & mushrooms. Hmmmm.

And finally, there were only TWO different types of Ice Cream available I.e., Vanilla & Toffee Caramel. I am personally unaware of a worldwide shortage of chocolate/raspberry/strawberry/coconut (my particular fave) ice cream so, pray why only two flavours at the Moseley Park?    

Breakfast was again as expected with plenty of variety as regards cereals, breads and fruits. The only negative being that the sausages served were NOT of the same quality as served during evening service. 

When I questioned my server about the poor taste and quality of the breakfast sausage, I was informed that the evenings variant was sourced directly from Smithfield’s market, a place I know well as I live but 3 miles from it in London whilst the mornings offering, wasn’t! 

I have a real issue with Premier Inn’s ‘meaty fingers’! 

Overall, their Full English breakfast’s whilst certainly overpriced, IMV, still offer obvious convenience and general consistency. 

However, I still believe you can largely judge a breakfast eatery on the quality of it’s bacon & sausage.  

In this case as in almost every other case over the past two years, the quality of both items as served at Premier Inn’s that I’ve stayed at, and there have been a few (see other reviews), has been simply shocking. 

We all now surely know that sausages are the last vestige for the fallen beast but please, don’t treat your guests as fools and serve them sustenance fit only for their four legged friends.   

Overall, although my room rate wasn’t exactly cheap and there was the minor issue with the bathroom fan, it’s difficult to argue with the value offered, as you just kinda know what you’re getting when entering a Premier Inn.

In which case, it’s difficult not to recommend the Premier Inn, Wolverhampton North, as being utterly consistent with the brand and therefore, a very safe bet for the night.
