Singha Park – Chiang Rai - June 2015

My visit to Singa Park occurred last June (2015), and proved very enjoyable overall. Although, I would probably add the small proviso that it may not be sufficiently interactive and diverse in nature in order to engage the youngest of visitors over a full day.
