The Milk Churn - 15 January 2019

A visit to the Herman Miller factory in Melksham in mid January 2019, saw me housed at the local Travelodge which as I'm sure you're all probably aware, provide little in the way of gastronomic facilities for the hungry traveller, bar a poor excuse for a brekkie in the morning called a 'Breakfast Box' (please see separate review on this hotel within TA). 

This review however, concerns The Milk Churn, a rather pleasant 'Gastro', bar and restaurant located but a Stones throw from where I was staying.

As there was little in the way of local gastronomic competition bar a Greggs, I ended up enjoying both my dinner and breakfast there which proved really, rather enjoyable.    

Like other such examples where wood is overly utilised as a building material, no doubt in order to suggest age and authenticity, there was an undoubted warmth about the place, and I don't just mean the ambient temperature inside. 

Although a little light in patronage when I visited, service was nevertheless low key but efficient and all appeared to be clean, tidy and properly organised.

Whilst a mite pricey perhaps, I have to say both meals were of a very acceptable standard, especially the brekkie, see pics.

I was there with three colleagues and we all remarked upon how good the food generally was so, unanimity there at least! 

Overall, given the standard of food presented, I can only but recommend The Milk Churn and suggest that regardless of whether you're staying locally on business or not, if local, you give it a try, I doubt you'll be disappointed.
